Dates for your diary During science week the whole school investigated 'magic waterlilies' made 
from different types of paper. They used their working scientifically skills and 
scientific knowledge to ask questions, predict and conclude what happened 
when they were placed in water. 

Children in the early years also made slime which they 
explored using their sense of touch. They investigated 
floating and sinking, making their own boats out of kitchen 
foil and thinking about which shape made the best boat and 
finally testing how many objects they could carry. We were 
impressed with the childrenΩs predictions! 
 

The children in Class 2 have been very busy this week 
designing a hand puppet. They started by talking 
about different ideas and looking at the materials 
that could be used. Next, the children completed a 
planning sheet, using labels to share their ideas. They 
then followed their plans to cut fabric and add on the 
detail.  

Next week the children are going to use a needle and thread to sew along the 
edges, joining the pieces of fabric together.  
 

In Class оΩs English lessons, the children have be exploring the 
book, 'Leon and the Place Between'. They have been trying to 
decide whether Leon should step into the Magic Box  and 
explore the Place Between or not. They have developed some 
fantastic ideas to try and convince Leon to take that step and 
are now writing their own persuasive letter .  Some children 
have decided that it would be a once in a lifetime opportunity 
to explore the magical world and some have decided that it is a dangerous trap 
and  that Leon would be taking a huge risk if he stepped in.   You could ask your 
child what they think... 

For Science week, Class 4 linked their work to their 
topic of materials and investigated 'Magical 
Waterlilies'. The children experimented with a range of 
waterlily shapes and materials, making predictions 
about what they thought would happen if they put the 
waterlily on the surface of the water and how long it 
would take for the waterlily to open. They used their 

scientific skills to identify the variables they could change and see what 
affected the time for the waterlily to open. They were excited to test their 
waterlilies out in our new pond!
